The work of one of the great moder{i 

architects, the Swiss-bom Le Corbusier 
(1887-1965), has been underexposed in re­
cent'years in this country, with no majo 
"Corbu" show here in more than two dea 
ades. But on Nov. 22, the Bard Graduati 
Center in New York City will remedy th4 
oversight with the opening of "Le Corbusier 
Before Le Corbusier: Architectural Studied 
Interiors, Painting and Photography, 1907-
1922." i 

The show, which runs until Feb. 23, wa;! 
organized by Bard in conjunction with th 
Langmatt Foundation in Baden, Switzei 
land, says it will be the first to focus on th 
years when Le Corbusier, a great innovatoi 
was beginning to take shape. A paintei j 
sculptor, furniture designer and theorist, iS 
Corbusier was above all a practicing archil 
tect who aimed at reconciling architecture 
with the industrial age. 

More than 250 drawings and models, fui 
nishings, period rooms and examples of th 
machine-oriented paintings he did in a mod 
he called Purism will be on view and playfe 
off the work of contemporaries like Matisse,' 
Leger and Gris. With Bard's skill at installs • 
tion and scholarly but accessible catalogs, 
the show should provide an illuminating 
take on the early days of this 20th-century 
revolutionary in art and design.
