Conceived of by London-based “spatial practitioners” Cooking Sections
(Daniel Fernandez Pascual and Alon Schwabe), Offsetted is an immersive
exhibition at Columbia University’s Graduate School of Architecture, Planning,
and Preservation that repositions New York City’s greenery in the context

of environmental services—the value in dollars that the trees provide to the
city in the form of flood mitigation, pollution reduction, shade, and so on.
Comprised of dismembered pieces of the urban forest, the exhibition high-
lights the ways that such quantification both protects the city's greenery
and accepts the continuous production of waste and pollutants.
